1.   Roll Call, Assess Quorum, Public Introductions, & Recommendations for Future Business


B.Monroe, Chair, welcomed Board members, guests, and staff members. Quorum present.
2. Announcements, Public Comment 
C.McGinnis welcomed 4 guests to the meeting – David Andersen, Nick Hart, Rita Baker, & Liz Redon (OWEB).
3. Board Development Discussion – Mission Statement, Focus on Partnerships
T.Bartlett read the CRBC mission statement & gathered a list of stakeholders from council members & staff, of whom these partnerships can be further developed & enhanced through continued interactions & collaborations on current & future projects.

4. CRBC Consent Agenda – Financial Report
Consent agenda and minutes were presented.  
Motion to approve: D.Bugni moved, T.Bartlett seconded to approve the consent agenda. Approved by consensus.
Financial reports were noted as included in packet for review.  
Motion to approve: D.Bugni moved, T.Bartlett seconded to approve the financial reports. Approved by consensus.
5. Presentations
Liz Redon, our Regional Program Manager from OWEB, presented on their budget projections & changes for the remainder of this fiscal year due to a reduction in lottery funds.  Initially, their forecast in March was rising prior to the pandemic & subsequent shelter-in-place order, then reflected a reduction in their June forecasts.  The Pacific Coast Salmon Recovery Fund hasn’t been affected.  After thorough analysis of possible outcomes, OWEB decided on a route that would continue to fund agreements already in place & shared a report that showed where reductions in funding would take place across a variety of grant recipients through the current biennium.  
6. CRBC Governance
D.Bugni shared that the Watershed Issues & Policy Committee had its first Zoom meeting on June 15th from 9:30-11:00am with 9 of 11 members in attendance.  There is potential for this committee to breakdown into smaller task groups to tackle various issues.
D.Bugni shared his support for the CRBC to host a watershed conference & requested from the council the approval to move forward with planning it.

Motion to approve: D.Bugni moved, G.Guttridge seconded to approve the CRBC watershed conference. Approved by consensus.
T.Bartlett, as the Zoom meeting host, organized a break-out room testing in anticipation of having committee groups meeting virtually at the next council meeting in July.  The testing went well & will be utilized.

7. CRBC Business/Staff Reports

C.McGinnis introduced a new staff member, Ari Sindel.  His role is the new Riparian Specialist & he began working for the CRBC on June 11th.  
Staff reports can be found on pages 14-16 in the council meeting packet.

S.Cloutier shared that as of July 1, ODA suspended flow sampling & alternating at 2 sites through June 2021 due to budget cuts.  CRBC has been approved for a stewardship grant at Rock Creek Confluence.  The Down the River Clean-up is cancelled due to the pandemic.
L.Gilliam shared that Eagle Creek Confluence Restoration Project is underway & the staging of large wood begins late June & in-water work is to begin in mid-July.  The work is anticipated to last 4-6 weeks.  The Sieben Creek Confluence Side Channel Reconnection project is going into design at this point in time.  There is continued coordination with landowners & USFS matching funds for the Johnson Creek Confluence Side Channel Restoration project.
