1.   Roll Call, Assess Quorum, Public Introductions, & Recommendations for Future Business

2. Announcements, Public Comment 
C.McGinnis welcomed 4 guests to the meeting – David Andersen, Nick Hart, Rita Baker, & Liz Redon (OWEB).
3. Board Development Discussion – Mission Statement, Focus on Partnerships
T.Bartlett read the CRBC mission statement & asked attendees to help provide a list of ways that the CRBC & its stakeholders enhance the quality of life to those who recreate in the watershed.  Some responses were as follows:

Jeff Stallard, Project Manager, and Shelly Parini, Business & Community Relations, from Water Environment Services presented on the Tri-City Water Resources Recovery Facility Outfall Project.  This project is needed to resolve an issue of the facility nearing its capacity during peak wet weather events, and a proposed solution is to build an outfall which would be large enough to provide capacity for decades to come.
